5. Planning Applications 

S.07/0470/FUL Site for agricultural building, Frogmarsh Lane

The council wishes to object to the proposal and comment as follows: The proposed site of this building is looked down upon by the residents living in Frogmarsh Lane. Because the revised building has an increased roof area it will appear more obtrusive and less acceptable to them. The appeals inspector’s comment in 2002 that “rather than preserving or enhancing the conservation area the proposed development would cause significant harm” still applies with equal force to the latest proposal. Please reject it. The planning committee also requested that the clerk write to District Councillor Glanfield requesting that he attend the meeting of the SDC planning committee to represent the objections of Woodchester. 
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6. Ex agenda

Cllr Wigzell raised the issue of a transformer installed on a pole at the end of Atcombe Road.
