Minutes of the Planning Committee Meeting on October 4, 2007 at 7.30pm at the Undercroft, North Woodchester. 

Present: Cllrs Hemming (Chair), Hamilton, Swait and Wigzell
In attendance: Duncan Hayes (Clerk) and 8 members of the public

1. Apologies

Apologies were received from Councillor Bastin

2. Declarations of Interest

Councillor Swait declared an interest as the applicant for the planning consent at Inschdene. He sat with the public throughout the meeting.

3. Minutes of the Meeting of September 27, 2007

The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record by Cllr Hemming

4. To comment on planning decisions received

There were no planning decisions

5. To discuss a response to SDC Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment: Methodology Scoping Report

Response to this consultation was delegated to Councillor Hamilton, who will circulate the draft response for comments by other councillors. The response is required by October 22. 

6. To comment on planning applications received 

S.07/2008/FUL
Old Coach House, Laggar Lane, Erection of new dwelling
Comment - A previous application S03/532 was rejected in June 2003. The Parish Council thinks that the architect has considered the grounds for this refusal and has done much to meet these objections. The house would be built of appropriate materials and is much less obtrusive. The proposed entrance has better visibility and a car may be turned around on site. We consider the proposed replacement of the existing concrete wall with one faced in Cotswold stone will be a planning gain for the Conservation Area. That the new wall will be set back does improve visibility but we consider it could have been set back even further. The three residents whose properties adjoin the proposed site have expressed strong opposition to the Parish Council. 
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We think that sites such as this will eventually have to be in-filled to meet central government demands for more housing without using greenfield sites. That being so we think the proposed house will not harm our Conservation Area.

S.07/2009/FUL
Inschdene, Atcombe Road, Erection of new dwelling
Comment – The Parish Council thinks this is a suitable site for a house within the Conservation Area. We consider the proposed new entrance and driveway along with the provision of three more parking spaces and the blocking of the existing difficult entrance to Inschdene will improve Atcombe Road for traffic.

But concern has been expressed to us that the runoff of water will overwhelm the existing drains and could lead to water flooding into properties to the east of Atcombe Road. 

The ground plans make skilful use of the steeply sloping site but the bulky elevation of the house viewed from the east and the untidy fenestration leave us some concern about the final appearance of the development

S.07/2023/FUL
The Laggar, Laggar Lane, Single storey extension
Comment – We consider this to be a large extension to this house but it will not be visible to the public except where it overtops the wall adjacent to the lane. We do not think this development will harm the appearance of the Conservation Area.

S.07/2082/LBC
Post Office, South Woodchester, Installation of replacement window
Support - This window is in a poor physical condition. A replacement like for like would improve this listed building.
