5. To comment on planning applications received 

S.07/2375/FUL The Glen, Rooksmoor Hill, Erection of timber garden office/artists studio

This site already has planning permission to put up the same wooden studio in a different position, S07/0508/FUL. We consider the proposed position to be better than the original. We are happy to support the application. We consider the quality building will enhance the conservation area but we only want to see one site used and the original application, though approved, should not be used.

S.07/2322/FUL Bemberton, Frogmarsh Lane, Erection of garden shed

This sturdy garden shed with its slate roof will do harm to the AONB. It is too far from Bemberton to affect the setting of this listed building. The parish council wishes to support this application
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S.07/2357/FUL Friarsfield, Convent Lane, Extension of garage and forming studio/flat over

This house is not visible from Convent Lane and is well screened from its neighbours. The present garage is a visually unattractive building. The proposals provide much needed extra accommodation in a much more attractive building. The new conservatory reflects well the one now built under S07/1443/FUL. We wish to support this application which we think will enhance the AONB. Just before the parish planning sub committee considered this application in a public meeting we received the revised drawings from the applicant. These are even better. We consider the proposed dormers on the north elevation to be a nice touch and visually superior to the velux windows proposed earlier.
