4. To comment on planning decisions received

No decisions have been received. The Chairman noted that decisions are being send to the Parish Council with some delay. Notification has been received of appeal to the Planning Inspectorate in relation to an agricultural building on Frogmarsh Lane (S.07/0470/FUL). The clerk was requested to ensure that neighbouring residents are aware of this.

5. To comment on planning applications received 

S.07/2534/FUL Ten Bells Frogmarsh Lane, Erection of boarded gates

This development will enable two cars to be parked off road from a difficult corner. The proposal will not harm the appearance of the Conservation Area. We have every confidence the applicant will do an excellent job. 
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S.07/2509/FUL Denvers Station Road, Erection of extension and garage with study over

The Parish Council thinks some development on this site is desirable, especially replacing the garages. The house is one of a pair built circa 1820. It has been extended at the back in the 19C with a single-storey kitchen extension to the north and an ugly front porch in the 20C. We think the proposed extension is too big and too obtrusive. By providing a gable end proud of the original building line it changes the existing terrace and also destroys the end of the parapet. The garages should be replaced but the proposed two-storey building is too close to the neighbours. Please reject this application. We feel this application should be withdrawn and resubmitted after the SDC planning document Household Design Guide has been carefully read and followed. The windows on the main façade have been replaced with double-glazed units without planning permission. This could be sorted out at the same time.
