S.08/0575/FUL
Full planning, Woodchester CofE Primary School, Erection of proprietary prefabricated parents shelter and cycle shed

This application has been withdrawn and was not discussed

S.08/0543/FUL
Full planning, Upper Atcombe farm, Erection of porch

Comment - A porch to reduce draughts in a north-facing kitchen is a good idea. This one seems to be rather large and exceedingly well lit. Why does it need roof lights?

S.08/0570/FUL
Full planning, Upper Atcombe Farm, Retrospective annexe building
Object - This is a single-storey one-bedroom house, not an annexe. The Parish Council cannot see any reason for extra accommodation on this site seeing that a) the level of agricultural activity is now much less than it was when Stroud granted residential rights to the original house on site b) the applicant’s family is no longer living on site. We do not think the design of the building enhances the AONB. We do not know whether the current building regulations have been followed in this building. We wish to oppose this application. 
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S.08/0583/VAR
Variation of condition, Applegarth, Park Lane, Variation of condition 2 
Support – As the original walling material is no longer available the Parish Council considers quoins and render to be an acceptable alternative. We support this application.
