Woodchester Village Report 2006/7

Woochester Parish Council - George Bastin Chairman 
Last year was one of change and progress. We started the year with an election for a new Parish Councillor which was won by Malcolm Swait and we finished the year with a change of Clerk. The Council was sorry that Rachel Managhan’s family and other work related commitments meant that we had to seek a new Clerk to the Council. There were a very high number of applicants and we were therefore able to select the very best candidate. We therefore welcomed Duncan Hayes, who has lived in the Village for some years, to his first meeting in March. 
During the year the Parish Council dealt with the usual business concerning planning, grants and finance. The development of the Piano Works and Rooksmoor Mills are still underway with progress being made but nothing yet to see. The Council have given their views on a variety of local issues including changes to the Mental Health Services, the Postal services, the hospital services etc. Your councillors have attended conferences, training sessions and forums in order to understand and hopefully influence the way in which Woodchester will be affected in the future.

In the past the Parish Council has had to react and conform to pressures brought by Central and Local Government. However following the Parish Plan which was launched a year ago, we have decided to become more proactive. The Parishioners have given us a list of things they would like improved or changed and a list of things they do not want changed. We have therefore given each councillor certain areas of responsibility. These are as follows:

· Councillor Wigzell is responsible for village events which have directly or indirectly resulted in the Christmas carol evening, the Street Party organised by Duncan Hayes to be held in June, the litter pick to take place on April 14th, the Website to be re-launched this month, a flyer to inform parishioners of the services offered by our two post offices which are under constant threat. 
· Councillor Swait is responsible for highways and traffic together with the South Woodchester parking and access problems. 

· Councillor Hemming is responsible for housing and planning matters and has been very much involved with the Rooksmoor Mill development. He will be responsible for the Village Design Statement which we will hear more about during the meeting. 
· Councillor Chestnutt is responsible for youth and the possible acquisition of a site for the village to play sports. We have already been actively involved in trying to secure finance for the youth groups and the Woodchester Endowed School’s development of a new facility. 
· Councillor Warnes is responsible for environmental matters and is in the process of publishing a leaflet showing walks and footpaths around the village.

The Parish have limited funds available to help make things happen, There is a wish to use these funds as leverage to secure greater funding for more ambitious projects that will enhance the village and make Woodchester an even better place in which to live.
Planning Sub-Committee – Cllr M J Hemming, Chairman

We have dealt with 47 applications this year. 

Permission was granted in October to redevelop the Rooksmoor site with a mixture of retail and housing. This plan is not economically attractive and we are expecting further applications. The plan granted for domestic use of the Piano Works has not been used. A plan for two office blocks on parts of the Fenworth site was rejected as it did not address the whole site. Q park has permission for two new small industrial units, one either side of the existing factory. 

At Frogmarsh Mill the owners had conditions imposed by the planners changed so the tower could be demolished before further building on the site. The Woodchester Endowed Primary School has obtained permission for a new school hall.

Work began in Hillgrove House using a builder clearly unused to listed buildings. After complaints the Stroud planners halted work until safer access was agreed. Now a change of use from six to ten flats has been granted with conditions to repair damage to the fabric of the building.

At Little Britain Farm permission had been granted to divide the farmhouse into two dwellings with another in the coach house. A separate application has been made to make an extended home in the courtyard and a decision is awaited. 

Woodchester House put up a prominent wire fence to protect their wallabies. The required planning permission was finally granted for a modified scheme that also includes a length of stone walling and a wooden gate.

We also dealt with the usual mix of extensions and conservatories. 

Parish Plan Environment Sub-Group - Cllr Mike Warnes
A small sub-group has been set-up to progress the actions identified from the parish plan in the environment area. Our first project is to prepare walks leaflets to encourage people to use the footpaths within the village. The current plan is to have a set of 4 circular walks which will be sold at cost price in the village. These are currently being drafted. 

Road Safety - Cllr Malcolm Swait
There are no further developments at this stage with either Tower House or the Fenworth Estate. I am to produce a proposal to introduce a Road Safety Scheme to incorporate the whole village. This will be traffic calming, with a few strategic notices, and promoting “safe parking” to allow access for Emergency vehicles. I will also have discussions with a number of key households to assess the viability of trying to provide some parking below the High Street, with access for a maximum number of people, if the opportunity arises. I will continue to investigate all other opportunities for additional parking that may come about from planning gains, or other means. I am always open to anyone who has any other ideas that may be useful, to contact me. Please park thoughtfully, someone’s life may depend on Emergency Services getting through without delay!

Woodchester Endowed School – Paula Needham, Head
There is never a dull moment in any Primary School and when you have such really motivated pupils, as we do, you can always challenge the boundaries of achievement and opportunity that little bit further. 

Red Nose day 2007 has to go down as my favourite day at Woodchester to date. The atmosphere in the school was outstanding with every child fully engaged, happy, motivated and in the best of spirits. Our challenge to the pupils was to dress as one of the school staff - the costumes were hilarious and my job of choosing winners was impossible. In total, we raised £211.36 for Comic Relief. We have some pictures on our Office windows so pop down and take a look.

The school has a long tradition of doing rather well in the Wildlife Trust’s annual Nature Quiz. We have already won through to the semi-finals and been regional winners so it was with enormous pride that I took our team to compete this year and won through to the semi final again. Our football team also won into the finals of the 6 a-side Millennium Trophy. 

We are now on the cusp of starting our next building project. This represents such an enormous investment into not only the school but the future of the village as well. If you have any ideas to develop the activities further, then please do get in touch with the school. This is not only our school hall but your latest village resource as well. 

The school has successfully been granted money for our School Travel Plan in recognition of our commitment to improving our school run. Many thanks to our committee of local residents. A new Parent shelter and bicycle racks will shortly grace our front playground and we will develop the ‘Walk on Wednesday’ principle over the summer term. We know many of you have commented on the much improved parking around the school so we know our ideas and yours are working well. Thank you. 

We are also an accredited ‘Healthy school’ which is a nationally recognised award covering healthy lifestyles, exercise and emotional well-being. 

The school currently has one or two vacancies in Reception and KS1 if anyone is looking for a school place. Usually, we are fairly full but please contact us if you are interested.
Neighbourhood Watch

There are five Watches in Woodchester, covering 71 houses. The Watches are in: Atcombe Rd; the area of the Post Office; Bath Rd; Lawns Park; and part of North Woodchester. Not all houses in those areas are in Neighbourhood Watch because either not everyone wanted to join, or the area is too big to be covered by one Watch. Neighbourhood Watch is voluntary and cannot be imposed on residents, so the request for a Watch must come from the residents. The number of Watches in Woodchester has dwindled from 9 in 2003 since when co-ordinators have resigned, for a variety of reasons, and no-one has been willing to take over. Saturday Morning Football Club

For Primary School boys and girls from Year 2 to Year 6 inclusive. Term-time Saturday mornings 9 am – 10.15 am at Woodchester Endowed School Playing Field. Contact Tony Weller (07979 531 041)

This Club has run for some years now, giving children of all abilities an introduction to and an opportunity to play football. We deliberately do not play against other clubs and we do not play in a League. Instead, each session comprises some simple warm up exercises, some skill development routines and a game or games, depending on numbers. Players are free to attend as and when convenient to them or their parents (sometimes we have 10 children, sometimes 30!). With our encouragement, some boys and girls move on to ‘official’ clubs once they are old enough.  We hope they will have benefited from the grounding in basic skills that we have given them. Others prefer to play their football on a more informal basis: our intention is to cater for all! The regular coaches are all local dads with children at Woodchester School. We have been CRB checked and have attended a Gloucestershire Football Association child protection course. We have a child protection policy in place. Fifty pence per session covers public liability insurance, footballs and bibs. Boots are preferable when conditions are wet and shin pads are compulsory (though we do carry plenty of spares in the kit bag). 

Woodchester Parish Church – Andrew Pemberton

Our Sunday congregations continue to thrive with our variety of traditional and innovative styles of worship. We have larger numbers attending at Easter and Christmas. There is a lively Junior Church on Sundays for children aged 3 - 16, a weekly service for toddlers, and other study meetings for adults during the week.  

Work to refurbish the church porch is about to begin.   We have had the trees along Church Road professionally trimmed, and there is a “Tuesday Gang” of volunteers who continue to keep the Churchyard and Green well-mown and looking attractive throughout the year. Our thanks go to them and also to Mr Bastin who from time to time cuts the meadow area. 

We held a Harvest-themed weekend of events in the autumn which included participation by the Bishop of Tewkesbury. Easter and Christmas workshops were held for children, and we again supported the Operation Christmas Child project in Eastern Europe, and other Christian projects in Nepal and South America.

The church council has produced three issues of a new publication In Touch, which was distributed to every household in Woodchester. For those who come to Sunday services there is also now a weekly news-sheet.  

Our new initiatives at Christmas were services by candlelight, illumination of the outside of the church building (with acknowledgements to Mr Clive Chinnick) and assistance in the community carol-singing event supported by the Parish Council.  

The church and its Undercroft meeting room are available for appropriate use by the community at large, and have been used regularly by Woodchester Endowed School for assemblies and other activities.

The trustees met three times last year. 

The annual grant or £110 was made to the Governors of Woodchester Endowed School. An additional sum was allocated to the Governors after disbursement of individual grants, and some financial assistance was given to St Dominic’s School. 

Four grants have been given towards residential educational trips, and one for resources for university.

Woodchester Friendly Society – Mary Olpin

Woodchester Friendly Circle has continued to thrive with a good attendance at all meetings and an increased membership of 68. 

We have had a very varied programme in the 2006/07 year, including a talk on Memories of Japan; a light-hearted talk on bees; a career in newspapers; and a talk by our local Aidan Chambers, a writer of children’s fiction. Entertainment included hand-bells by a group of Dursley ladies, Ron Nott at the piano and, at our Christmas lunch, a sing-a-long with a delightful group of children from the Woodchester School choir. 

We have been pleased to receive a donation from the Parish Council towards our 50th birthday celebration in September, which will take the form of a lunch at a venue yet to be decided. We are looking forward to the usual lunch in May at the Castle Morton Valence, followed by a country ride.

Woodchester Friendly Circle provides friendship in a caring community and is well appreciated by those who take part in the village activities. Membership remains at £5.00 per annum plus 50p for tea and biscuits at the fortnightly meetings. 

Woodchester Brownies and Guides – Jackie Hayes

1st Woodchester Brownies
The Pack were joined by two Young Leaders at the beginning of the year. These are, we hope, girls who will become the leaders of the future when they are 18 plus.

A few girls joined the District at the Thinking Day Service at Tewkesbury Abbey in February. In March the Brownies gained prizes at the Nailsworth District Craft show, excelling in flower arranging, which had been organised the week before at the Brownie meeting.

Several girls enjoyed a pack holiday, some with 1st Nailsworth Pack at Macaroni Woods, near Fairford and some at the County Headquarters in Cheltenham. Many of them achieved their cyclist badge in the summer. They also took part in the Divisions Midsummer Madness Event in Minchinhampton where they walked a mile in aid of Sport relief and participate in other activities. They have also raised money for Breakthrough Cancer by having a "pink evening".   

They joined the District again for the Nailsworth Remembrance Day Service and the Goodwill evening; and joined with Woodchester Guides to take part in the Woodchester WI Christmas Concert.

Sadly Robin (Hazel Webb) retired at Christmas and since then Tawny Owl (Tracey Mason) has had to take a sabbatical and Magpie (Chris Killey) has retired. Both Chris and Hazel have helped with the Woodchester Brownies for a number of years and we thank them for their help and support to Brownies from the village of such a long period.

 

1st Woodchester Guides

A couple of girls attended the County Thinking Day service in Tewkesbury Abbey in February with the District.  In March many girls were awarded prizes at the District Craft show in Nailsworth, for glass painting, photography, salt dough jewellery, cake baking amongst other crafts.  The Divisions Midsummer Madness Day, in aid of Sports relief was attended, in Minchinhampton.  Girls also took part in the Nailsworth Remembrance Day Parade and Church service and donated prizes to the District's tombola stall at Nailsworth's Goodwill evening.

A Christmas craft evening was held early in the autumn term.  This allowed the remainder of term to be used in preparation for the Guides to be tested for their first aid badge, which I'm very pleased to report they all passed and the St Johns Ambulance Instructor was very impressed by their efforts.  Some residents of the village along with some District Guiders were treated to a demonstration of these skills at a social coffee evening this term, along with some new songs the girls had learnt the previous term.  Girls were invited to join 1st Nailsworth Guides on an ice skating trip to Swindon.

At the weekly meetings throughout the year the Guides have participated in some new games, tried new crafts, done some cooking (some indoors, some on open fires outdoors), gained badges, experienced out door activities and are currently making hand-crafted cards (following a recent demonstration) for the Marie Curie Cancer charity to sell.

All the help received by the Guides parents who attend weekly on a parent rota is very much appreciated and Guides would not still be operating in Woodchester without this support.

GirlGuiding in Woodchester

Woodchester Brownies and Guides are planning a trip to the Everyman Theatre, Cheltenham, to see Peter Pan on Ice.  They are also looking forward to the summer term when they can get out and about in the village.

Both Brownies and Guides currently only have one warranted Guider and desperately need some more adult help.  Any volunteers (male or female aged between 18 and 64) would be given full support and training.  Guides would also like to welcome any Young Leaders (girls aged between 14 and 17).

Woodchester Playgroup – Kevin Hann

The playgroup has had another busy and successful year. We have had a very successful fundraising year which has included a sponsored bike ride by the children, a family barbeque in the playgroup gardens, Suttons seeds fundraising catalogues which have been circulated around the village and a very successful Christmas coffee morning in the village hall where the children of the playgroup sang Christmas songs for all those watching. In addition to our own efforts we have also received several grants. These were from Awards for All, Gloucestershire County Council (Seed Challenge) and the Elmgrant Trust and they will enable us to update our rather dilapidated toilet facilities in the near future as well as installing disabled facilities. 

During the summer holidays part of our play area was completed which will give the children of the playgroup many hours of fun and exercise. We have now laid rubber matting on the grassed area to enable the area to be used all year round. It is with great pride that we see the improvements to the facilities available to the children of the parish at the playgroup and it has not happened without a lot of hard work by those parents on the playgroup committee and also many other parents who have volunteered their time to help whether this is by helping out at fundraising events or spending a Saturday helping to build the new fence. 

Immense investment in the playgroup, a professional hardworking business approach by the committee, and proactive advertising, has seen numbers of children attending the playgroup continue to rise this year and the playgroup is now full on most days.  What makes this even more significant is that there has been an overall drop in numbers in this age group across the population as a whole. Staff at the playgroup have continued to work exceptionally hard, helping the new children to settle in to their new surroundings and we continue to get very positive feedback from the parents of the children who attend. The children are very happy at the playgroup and their transition to reception class at Woodchester School is very much helped by the close links between the playgroup and school. One of our Staff members is also undergoing training at the moment to become NVQ level 3 qualified and a second member of staff is due to do the same training next year.

Looking to the future we have recently prepared a joint bid with the Parish Council to apply for funding from the Big Lottery to build a street scene area in a rundown area of our garden. We are continuing to look at ways that we can increase the community use of all of our facilities.

Woodchester WI – Valerie Griffiths, Secretary

2007 sees the 50th anniversary of the Woodchester WI and we will be marking the occasion at our April meeting with invited guests from other local WIs and our county representatives. 

Although several of our older members have, sadly, decided not to renew their membership we have welcomed two new ladies to our group. 

Once again the WI organised a very successful Christmas concert for the village. This was our 18th concert and over the years we have raised several thousand pounds for various Gloucestershire charities. All participants are local and include many youngsters from the village. 

Our speakers this past year have varied. They included hands-on flower arranging and card making, a wartime childhood at Lypiatt Park, a very informative quiz on Woodchester from John Cull and how to create a memory scrapbook. This year the majority of our speakers have been local people, sharing their expertise with us. On a more serious note we had a discussion on renewable energy and sport for a healthy nation – both national WI resolutions at their conference – and we heard how the WI helps women in third-world countries, enabling them to set up small enterprises to support themselves. Socially we had a fun beetle drive one evening in August, we met up for a barbecue in a member’s garden and in January we had a very enjoyable post-Christmas meal out. 

Some of our members have joined with the Rodborough WI for friendly skittles matches. We have taken part in local group meetings, which we are to host next year, and also attended county meetings in Cheltenham. 

Some have knitted items for the Romanian Shoebox Appeal and we collect Yorkshire Tea tokens – each one means a tree planted in Ethiopia. Just recently we held a coffee morning in the village hall. Although primarily to raise much-needed funds it was also a social event for the village. 

In conclusion we feel we are still much a part of the village and anyone who wants to come along to our meetings on the third Thursday of the month will receive a warm welcome. 

Woodchester Word– Paul Lock

Woodchester Sewing Group
Our group is a very small and friendly group who meet on the fourth Thursday of each month in the Woodchester Village Hall, 7.30-9.30 pm. And it must be mentioned that the hall has excellent lighting for stitching and craftwork. Our year does not vary much but spring-time sees some members attending the NEC at Birmingham for the Sewing for Pleasure and Hobbycrafts show, and of course the seasons often influence our work. 

Family weddings and birthdays always cause a flurry of activity to get a certain project completed on time. It has been known that an item unfinished in time for an anniversary will get done in time for the next birthday (hopefully). And of course most of us have UFOs at home – unfinished objects.

National Trust – Michelle Oliver
WOODCHESTER PARK - The National Trust is required to comply with the Reservoirs Act 1975 and the final stages of the dam works will be taking place on park mill pond. The works are predicted to start in spring 2007, subject to all consents being obtained.

During the works the dam will be closed to the public, and diversions will be in place to ensure minimal impact on visitors to the estate.

Regular visitors to this magnificent valley will already have noticed the removal of the larch plantation just behind the mansion. This is the first step towards the restoration of the historic pasture which has lain beneath the trees for about 50 years. This particular area of pasture is important for the greater horseshoe bats whose maternity roost lies within the roof space of the mansion. Habitat restoration of this kind is key to the bats survival. Woodchester Park volunteers have been vital in helping to clear up the site following the felling.

The remaining western red cedar within the garden was going to be felled this winter. However the work was cancelled due to wet weather but we hope these works will commence this summer.

BOUNDARY COURT - Phase two of the works on the footpath across this site will take place this year. Improvements to the signage across the estate will also be taking place.

The Art Club - Vera Naumann
The Woodchester Art Club was established 10 years ago and meets every Tuesday between 10 and 12am. There are 10 members at present. There is no tutoring but the group meets informally to paint, draw, chat and support each other in the pursuit of improving their skills. Although the Woodchester group do not exhibit their works many of their number are members of other art groups who do exhibit.

We would welcome more members especially beginners or those who are reticent about their skills and would benefit from the support, advice and encouragement of their peers. The cost of membership is minimal reflecting only the cost of hiring the hall split between those attending the session.

The St Loe’s Trust - George Bastin
St Loe’s is a charitable Trust established by Nathanial Cambridge 300 years ago. He left money so that children and adolescents the Parishes of Woodchester and Amberley could receive financial support with acquiring various equipment and tools or clothing in their pursuit of further education.
