Woodchester Village Report 2007/8
Woodchester Parish Council - George Bastin Chairman 
The Parish Council has met regularly 6 times a year to carry out its statutory duties. The Planning sub committee has met more often to consider the planning applications that are made to Stroud District Council. In order for the Parish Council to have a greater influence on the planning decision process we have raised funds for and commissioned a Village Design Statement. Work is currently underway to document the architectural and recreational features within the village with a view to preserving what makes our village special to us and to be able to make recommendations to Stroud DC about planning matters. We need more input from Parishioners at this stage so that we have fewer complaints after the event. 

The redevelopment of Rooksmoor Mills and the Piano factory, both of which would benefit the village by realising funds for other projects, have faltered. In the present economic climate it is likely to be sometime before any redevelopment takes place but the Parish Council will be careful to balance the diverse interests of the village when considering the options. 

More importantly, as far the village as a whole is concerned, are the activities of the Council that have resulted from the Parish Plan and other requests made by the parishioners. The Parish Council has been involved in the following activities:

· The Village Litter Pick.

· The Woodchester Street Party.

· Scott’s Crossing on the A46.

· Remembrance Sunday.

· The Village Christmas Carol Evening.

· The new Woodchester School hall.

In the background and unnoticed by the majority, the village open spaces and amenities such as bus shelters, dog and litter bins have been maintained. We are working hard to find a solution to the unsolvable problems associated with parking and access in South Woodchester High Street. We hope that any redevelopment of the Fenworth site might provide an opportunity for more space that might be utilised in some way.

The Parish Council is keen to assist both South Woodchester and North Woodchester post offices and shops to remain open for trade but has neither the funds nor the expertise to run a business. The Parish Council will assist in any way it can in securing any available grants and help that may become available in order to preserve the fragile infrastructure of the whole village.

The forthcoming elections for Parish Councillors will offer an opportunity for those who wish to become involved in Parish affairs. We hope that the flyer we produced for circulation with the Woodchester Word will have created some interest. We believe that the present council has worked well as a team and we would like to build on the work we have started with new, hopefully younger, blood. Planning Sub-Committee – Cllr M J Hemming, Chairman

The planning sub-committee has dealt with 34 applications. 

Once again that reuse of industrial sites in the parish was important. Rooksmoor Mill, with its planning permission granted, has seen activity behind the scenes but none on the ground. The Piano Factory now has the main brick building in retail use while the results of planning applications are awaited for demolition of the industrial buildings to the west of the site and their replacement by a row of five houses. The proposed domestic parking arrangements and the provision of adequate turning space on site for commercial vehicles make this the best proposal to date. The Fenworth site has been on the market for much of the year. It is now reported as sold.

On the domestic front a proposed extension behind Woodchester House was withdrawn. The Parish Council objected to this application. Little Britain Farm now has planning permission for four dwellings, two in the farmhouse, one in the coach house and one around the farmyard. It is now on the market. 

There have been two applications for new houses within the South Woodchester Conservation Area; one in Atcombe Road, next to Inchdene, and one in Lagger Lane next to the Old Coach House. Decisions from Stroud Planners are awaited in both cases. 

Concern was expressed about the proposed changes in the boundary between the Stroud Valleys Industrial Heritage Conservation Area and the South Woodchester Conservation Area at Frogmarsh. No changes are imminent as the Stroud planning department is short of staff. 

We also dealt with a number of extensions and conservatories, none controversial.

St Dominic’s School – Margaret Smith, Head Teacher

I am pleased to report that 07/08 has been a very successful year for St Dominic’s School. The end of the academic year was highlighted by our very good SATs results. It was particularly pleasing to improve our literacy because this had been a whole School focus. Various strategies and hard work had been applied and so you can imagine our delight when we managed to raise our level 5s from 17%to 59%. Overall we scored very well, coming in the top 20th percentile of schools nationally.

September began with a rise in role which we are hoping to sustain. During December just when we were in ‘full swing’ with Christmas preparations, OFSTED came knocking and we were very happy to come out as a good School with some outstanding features. This enabled us all to have a ‘Merry Christmas’ and then prepare for our Section 48 Inspection (RE Inspection) which came at the beginning of March. At the time of writing this report we have not received our written report and everything must be confidential, but indications are that it will be successful.

During the year we gained Silver Artsmark, Healthy Schools award, met our expectations for Extended Schools and managed to renew our Foundation Stage Quality Assurance Mark.

‘Extended Schools’ refers to the provision we can offer before or after School. In our case we have ‘Cool Cats’ after-school club that looks after children until 5.30 pm Monday –Thursday. This is a popular resource but we are currently having trouble recruiting play leaders so if anyone is interested in more information please contact the School. 

So what is the main focus for 2008/9?

As always we are focussed upon maintaining and raising standards wherever possible - but primarily ensuring that every child enjoys School and is enabled to meet their potential.
Woodchester Endowed School - Paula Needham, Head

It has been a really busy year for our school and I am only sorry that I will be unable to meet with you this evening. Some of you may know that I will be leaving Woodchester at Easter to become the Headteacher of the new Kingsway Primary School in Gloucester so this is my final report for the school.  Mr Johnson, the current Deputy Headteacher, will be Acting Headteacher for the summer term, before a new Headteacher is appointed for September. 

Most residents will probably be aware that we completed our magnificent new school hall in January 2008 and we are already enjoying our new facility.  It was lovely seeing some of you at our Quiz Night and Barn Dance, for example. Do watch out for new social events over the next few months and if we can host anything for you, just get in touch.

The school was OFSTEDed in June 2007 and we received a judgement of ‘good’ which means that pupils at this school make better than expected progress than children compared nationally. This is a real achievement and it is reassuring to know that Woodchester parents  have two good schools to choose from.  

Over the last year, we have also installed a new covered play area for our reception pupils. This means that they can go outside whatever the weather.  We have also extended our school garden so that each class has an allotment for year round growing.

We seem to be doing very well in all sports tournaments this year. Our Netball and Football teams have won all their matches in the Stroud locality and we are set to play in the finals at the end of March.  We have also been awarded ‘Activemark’ for our ‘exceptional commitment to sport’ in the last year.  

Another accolade has been our recognition as a ‘Fully Extended Service School’ by the DCSF.  This recognition is for the range of services we offer children both within and out of school time.  

I  also want to pay credit to the residents of our village, for the way they have supported us over the last year.  I shall miss our little chats over the railings and the ‘hellos’ and ‘what is going on then?’ which often greet me.  This really is a very caring village and it is lovely to see how interested you are in our work.  Thank you also for spreading the word about this school. Many recent enquiries have been by residents speaking to new families and singing our praises.

So, its good bye from me at Woodchester Primary School and here’s to many good things to come.

St Mary’s Parish Church Andrew Pemberton, Churchwarden

The Parish Church continues to play its part in the life of the community.   Attendance at Sunday services remained stable throughout the year, but increased significantly on special occasions such as Christmas and Remembrance Sunday.  


Church members ran a special weekend in September to coincide with the celebration of Harvest, comprising an afternoon tea, a men's breakfast (both with guest speakers) and a treasure hunt and BBQ for families.  The church building has been kept open during the day this year.   Three editions of the In Touch leaflet with details of services and other activities have been published this year and distributed to every home in the parish.  An Emmaus course was started in October for those interested in knowing more about the Christian Faith.


Easter and Christmas craft workshops have been held for Junior Church members and their friends.   Junior Church members and their leaders have taken part in Lagger camps and X-site Glos, both run by Scripture Union.  A team from Church has presented an animated Bible story each week in assembly at Woodchester Endowed School under the Open the Book scheme.  


Changes have been made to the services of the major Christian festivals such as Easter, Christmas and Remembrance, to enhance their appeal to the community.  The church building was again illuminated at Christmas and hosted a community carol-singing event.


This year, in addition to support for our regular partnerships (including Christian Aid week) we have supported the “Ignition 07” event in Stroud and Operation Christmas Child in Eastern Europe.  We have made donations to the Children's Society through the Christingle Service, to the Earl Haig Fund and to local charities.  The church has been used for concerts to raise funds for the new hall for Woodchester Endowed School.


 A major renovation of the porch has been carried out which has greatly improved the entrance to the church and the Victorian font has been repaired and re-sited.  

As before, the church council welcomes approach from anyone wishing to use the church building (including its Undercroft meeting room) as a venue.

1st Woodchester Brownies – Jackie Hayes
The Brownies spent the majority of the summer term last year playing games out of doors.  They also joined the Guides on various outdoor activities, including the sport activity challenge evening.  The term ended with ten-bowling in Stroud where Frances (Brown Owl) retired from running this Unit.

After the summer holidays, the Brownies met again under the new leadership of the Guide Guider, Jackie, assisted by Jenny (Snowy Owl).  The girls have gained several badges, including Culture, Cooks, Craft and Hostess.  Many girls have celebrated making their Promise, including one in the swimming pool.  A Colour Party carried the Unit flag at the Remembrance Day parade and Church Service at Nailsworth, and one girl led some singing at the Woodchester W. I. Christmas concert.  The last two meetings of term were spent with the Guides at a snow theme evening and the obligatory Christmas party.

Since January many of the activites the Brownies have participated in have been based around the five senses. Most recently the Brownies and Guides enjoyed an Easter theme evening, which included cooking, crafts and an Easter egg hunt.  At the weekly meetings Brownies may play games, do craft work, sing songs, work towards badges as well as various other activities.

A small number of girls are joining Nailsworth Brownies for a Pack Holiday in June.

With the increase of girls who have joined Brownies and only 2 regular Guiders we are now operating a waiting list, in order to maintain the adult:child ratio.

 

1st Woodchester Guides – Jackie Hayes

Woodchester Guides organised a trip to see Peter Pan on Ice at the Everyman Theatre in Cheltenham, to which they invited the other Units in the Nailsworth Valley District to join them.  The summer term was spent out of doors, tracking and trailing and cooking over camp fires.  The sport activity challenge evening on Selsley Common was particularly enjoyed, as was the ten-pin bowling party with the Brownies at the end of term.

At the start of the Autumn term, Jenny (Snowy Owl from Brownies) decided to help at Guides, and since then one of the Guides' mothers, Katherine has become a Unit Helper.  Two girls made their Promise in the swimming pool at Stroud.  The Guides formed a Colour Party for the Remembrance Day parade and Church Service in Nailsworth, and one girl also assisted with the collection for the Royal British Legion.  The snow theme evening with the Brownies, involved making cake decorations, polar bear cards and Christmas tree decorations.  The term ended with the Christmas party.

Since January the Guides have followed a similar programme of activities as the Brownies with the activities based around the five senses.  The Easter theme evening was enjoyed, and at the regular weekly meetings the Guides may take part in games, crafts, cooking, singing, working towards badges and other activities, suitable for their age group.  The badges awarded this year include Year challenge badges, Confectioners badge, Performing Arts badge and Party Planner badge.

Recently some girls joined Nailsworth Guides on an indoor holiday at Cranham Scout Hut, and some girls will be going with Nailsworth Guides to see "High School Musical" at Bristol Hippodrome.

Woodchester WI – Valerie Griffiths, Secretary

2007 was a significant year for Woodchester WI, being our 50th anniversary. We decided to celebrate this in April with a 50s theme party. A lot of effort went into putting on a display of 50s memorabilia, buffet food typical of that era and dressing the part. Members and guests had a very enjoyable evening.

As usual our speakers have been varied. A talk and demonstration of reflexology in June and spinning and dyeing in October were both very informative and gave us opportunities, especially with spinning, to try it out. In September we again heard from Peter Berry with another of his travel talks. In the past we’ve had slides from America and the Rockies and the Middle East. This time we were transported to China and Outer Mongolia. Regarding speakers so far this year, we’ve had a visit from the library service and a talk with two community police officers. Our annual village Christmas concert was again a great success, much looked forward to and enjoyed by villagers. This year we were able to donate £140 towards the Village Hall’s proposed new hearing sound system. Our post-Christmas meal took place in January at the Royal Oak and was much enjoyed. 

Unfortunately, for various reasons, over the past year or so our numbers have been falling. We are now a much smaller group but aim to continue and hope that we can look forward to welcoming new members in the future.

Woodchester Word – Paul Lock

Publishing of the Word continues to be thrice annually in March, July and November. Lynda McGill joined the editorial team after Jenny Eldridge moved and helped get the schools to create the Junior Word. The schools will decide whether to continue this initiative. 

With the threatened closure of South Woodchester Post Office, the Woodchester Word is likely to become even more important in distributing news around the village. There are currently no plans to publish Woodchester Word more often as this is beyond the capacities of the current team and would need more investment

Feedback on the Word is only occasional, but seems to be appreciative. It is produced and distributed entirely by volunteers. If you want to keep your village news sheet volunteers motivated please let them know your views using the contact details on each copy of the Word. 

Survey of Public Rights of Way – John Lane, GCC

The Public Rights of Way Team at the County Council are coming to the end of a huge project to survey all 3,430 miles of the public footpaths, bridleways and byways in the County. For the first time ever there will be an electronic record of the entire path network listing every gate, stile, bridge, boardwalk and path sign. In addition, all paths were judged against the Best Value Performance Indicator assessment, as to their ‘ease of use’. The Parish of Woodchester has 6.14 miles of public rights of way which were surveyed by John Lane, the Area Officer for the South Stroud area, during the early part of 2008. The next stage of the process will be to analyse the data recorded and to assess the priorities for carrying out any remedial work. Paths fell into one of three categories: ‘Well Used Principle Route’;  ‘Used’ or ‘Little Used Minor Route’.  This helps determine the priority of any remedial works.  Clearly,  Little Used Minor paths will not be at the top of the list for repair work whereas, Well Used routes, such as those on school-to-home routes for example, will receive attention more quickly. In a separate project, it is now possible to see all Gloucestershire’s Public Rights of Way on the Internet. Access is via the GCC Website : www.gloucestershire.gov.uk 
GCC Highways – John Roberts, Stakeholder Manager
There are no significant works programmed for Woodchester this coming year. 

There are major works scheduled for Merrywalks later in the year, which may affect the Parish, especially those residents travelling through Stroud on a daily basis. The work will be to construct a new canal bridge and some delays will be inevitable. We will be working to keep these to a minimum and more information will be available nearer the time.

One of the issues we are currently looking at, particularly in light of last year’s flooding problem, is highway drainage. You are probably aware of the extra funding raised by the County Council, and whilst some of this is being spent on specific schemes, we have increased our expenditure of routine gully emptying and jetting, etc.

In the meantime, we will continue to provide our day to day service. Any emergency defects, such as potholes, faulty street lights, etc can be reported direct on 08000 514514. 

Woodchester Historical Society – Mike Warnes
Woodchester Historical Society meets approximately 4 times a year, mainly in the Undercroft of St Mary’s Church. We are a small group of people and would be happy to welcome new members. It is not necessary to know anything about the history of Woodchester to join us. Our programme for the rest of this year consists of a walk around  Nailsworth, a visit to Selsley Church, a talk by Dr Nicholas Herbert  on ‘Interpreting the Gloucestershire Landscape’ and the AGM which will be followed by a talk about the links between Woodchester and South Australia.

We continue to work towards computerising village records, censuses, baptisms, marriages, burials etc., building up a database of village residents mainly in the nineteenth century and supporting the Village Archive.

Seys & Bridges Educational Foundation – Diana Fowler, Trustee and Clerk

The trustees met four times last year. As is usual following the end of the financial year, the annual accounts were presented to the November meeting and subsequently reviewed by an outside examiner.

The annual grant of £100 was made to the governors of Woodchester Endowed School. After disbursement of individual grants, an additional sum was allocated to the governors and similar financial assistance was given to St Dominic’s school for the purpose of educational visits. 

One grant to an individual has been given towards a residential educational trip, and one for resources for university.

Table Tennis in Woodchester – John Smith

With the demise of the youth club at the end of the sixties, young villagers from the cricket club set up table tennis section which played firstly at South Woodchester hall. Tony, Martin and David Bourne, Vic Murray, Geoff Russel, Mike Hanks (whose father still lives in Woodchester) and John Higgins to name but a few.

After several years in exile at Farmhill cricket pavilion, the table tennis club returned to Woodchester to play in the village hall in North Woodchester. Employment elsewhere and the cost of housing in Woodchester depleted the original membership with Mike Hanks being the only survivor. Workmates were introduced to the club and players now come from Stroud, Gloucester and even Cheltenham, 


The vastly improved facilities at the village hall have helped in getting good players to join the club, which in return provides the largest income from users of the hall. Our thanks go to Bob Ludlow the hall trust chairman for his tireless work in getting funding (including help from the parish council) for the hall modernisation. 


For the season just ended, Woodchester A and B sides finished 1st and 2nd in Division 1 of the Stroud League. Four teams play at the hall on Tuesday and Friday evenings from September to March. No club night as such exists. With new tournament tables costing in excess of £500, care has to be taken in their use.


Committee member John Smith coordinates table tennis use of the village hall and can be contacted on 01453 766116. Most of the participants in table tennis today are veterans, so age is not a bar to playing. Interested villagers who could perhaps make up an additional team (minimum 3 members) in due course should contact John. You might even persuade him to run a few sessions to practice and start a local revival.
