S.10/1710/FUL for Longford Farm, Nympsfield – Change of use of land to mixed agricultural. Livery and equine therapy centre.  Erection of timber tack shack and rest room..

The Parish Council has considered this application as the land lies within the Parish Boundary.  However we believe that some of the farm and buildings may well be within Kings Stanley PC.

We make the following comments.

· The application is vague and not specific as to the use (D1 or D2)

· We are concerned at the loss of agricultural land, as the land is within an AONB and adjacent to a local nature reserve and is important in the balance of the countryside. 
· PPS 7 states “There should be particular regard to any areas that have been statutorily designated for their landscape, wildlife or historic qualities where greater priority should be given to restraint of potentially damaging development.

· (iii) take account of the need to protect natural resources; 

· (v) conserve specific features and sites of landscape, wildlife and historic or architectural 

· value, in accordance with statutory designations.

· We have major concerns over Highway Safety in two respects.  

· This is a busy, fast and dangerous road. The proposed development will lead to a considerable increase in traffic activity and slow and turning traffic will increase the hazard.

· Also, despite the applicant’s statement, horses could use this road to access the many bridleways in Penn Woods and beyond resulting in yet another unacceptable risk as there are few if any verges to this road.

· We would share the concerns raised by the Gliding Club and the Garden History Society.

· For the above reasons we would recommend the refusal of this application.
