· S.10/2283/HHOLD and S.10/2284/LBC for a proposed garden room extension and detached single garage with new vehicular access for The Cottage on Selsley Road.

The Parish Council has considered this application and whilst it supports in principle off road parking and does not object to the plan for the proposed garden room extension it feels the design and siting of the garage is contrary to PP BE12 in that it does not preserve the setting of the group of listed buildings. It is suggested that if possible agreement is reached with the owners of Goring House to cease the use of the existing vehicular access to the east of the house if the new access is approved.

· S.10/2319/COU Land adjacent to Station Road Industrial Estate for change of use for provision of storage containers for self storage.

Whilst in principle the Parish Council support the use of land for industrial purposes it cannot support this application. The application is for change of use only without providing proposed detail of size colour or positioning of the units and vehicular movement. The plan attached to the application is for guidance only and is considered to show an overdevelopment with inadequate space for vehicular movement conflicting with policy EM6.  It is also felt that some landscaping should be incorporated on the boundaries.
