	6 – To comment on a proposal to divert a public footpath MWO/10 at The Lagger

The Parish Council has considered this proposal and whilst they do understand that the applicant might wish to divert the footpath, did not find the applicant’s reasons sufficiently compelling to justify changing an ancient right of way.  The proposed diversion, whilst less steep, would be considerably longer and less convenient to the public.  Routing the footpath around the edge of the field away from its natural line would detract from the public enjoyment of this path as a whole and would set an undesirable precedent in respect of the remainder of the footpath.

7 – To comment on the Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment
