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Minutes of the Planning Meeting September 20th, 2010

1 - To receive apologies for absence
Apologies were received from Cllrs Brown and Lead.
2 - To receive declarations of interest

There were no declarations of interest.
3 - To approve the minutes of the meeting of September 2nd, 2010

These were approved as a correct record by Cllr Hamilton.
4 - To comment on any planning applications received
S.10 10/1750/FUL for Boundary Court Farm, Selsley Common - Part retrospective application for the erection of a building to  provide accommodation for a printing business.
The Parish Council has considered this application and although it wishes to support the idea of business development within the Parish of Woodchester it believes that there are available units within the existing, or neighbouring, industrial units along the A46. It objects on the following 5 grounds:-

1
It contravenes Policy NE8 (protection of the Cotswolds as an AONB)

2
It does not meet the requirements of policies GE1/GE2/GE3/GE5/GE7. In particular the Parish Council is concerned about the effect of traffic into and out of the site through the narrow local road networks of Nympsfield, Selsley and Woodchester
3
It does not meet the criteria laid down in EM1, EM6 and in particular EM7 which refers to the development of businesses in the countryside
4
The Parish Council is concerned that the planning application is not in confirmation with EM8 (conversion of existing farm buildings). The Parish Council understand that the existing building was used for agricultural purposes (chicken shed) and a change of use from agricultural to industrial use is not acceptable under BE16 in particular subsections 1 (sound and permanent construction), 4 (traffic) and 7 (major reconstruction).

The Parish Council’s understanding is that under the terms of the covenant entered into with the National Trust by the previous landowner, the existing farm would continue in agricultural use. The National Trust would be able to confirm if this is the case.
6
Finally, the Parish Council note on 2.19 of the application that in fact RDS moved away from Boundary Court Farm in the late 80’s and ceased using the site in 2000.

Consent has been awarded for application
· S.10/1446/HHOLD and S.10/1461/LBC Winslow House, Atcombe Road - External alterations to include roof terrace above garage, replace existing kitchen window with french doors and addition of bay, redesigning the car parking area and creation of a reception terrace.
