5. Planning applications received

S.09/1842/FUL - Denvers, Station Road, Woodchester, GL5 5EQ - Retention of existing dwelling and the erection of two new dwellings

The Parish Council has considered this application and comments as follows:

Objects -The development is not unacceptable in principle but the proposal represents an over-development of the site. A three storey building very close to the southern boundary of the neighbouring Woodlands Cottage would be overbearing and lead to a loss of sunlight and privacy.

The proposal to harmonise the appearance of Denvers and the new dwellings by replicating the porch on the adjoining cottage is welcomed, but the window design is unacceptable; it is not compatible with the adjacent building and is unsympathetic to the character of the Conservation Area, as is the proposed use of render instead of stone in the new dwellings.

Local residents have expressed strong opposition to the application which they believe has been based on erroneous assertions as it states that neighbours were consulted when they say they were not.

6. Cllr Lead has responded to Stroud District Council’s questionnaire on the Development Control Service

8. Member of the public, commented that the new access at Tower House had not initially required a planning application because it went from private land to private land.  He thought that the effect of the recent tarmacing would mean it now requires planning permission.
